[]Non-Homeowner Rental - $550/event/day - Includes the rental to a non-homeowner and a full cleaning fee.

And Check one (1) box from Section 2:
[]Full Cleaning Fee - $150: includes trash removal, cleaning all counters, appliances, table and chairs put back in storage room, floors and restrooms and all on light cleaning list.
[X] Light Cleaning Fee - $90 for weekday cleaning Monday thru Friday and $110 for Saturday or Sunday Cleaning:  Renter vacuums the tile, carpet, and rugs so there is no large debris and mops the kitchen and bathroom floors so they are free of stains. Removes all trash and returns tables and chairs to storage room.
Total Charge is amount from Section (1) plus Section (2) _$190.00__________
Be sure to use a check with your home address on it, especially residents of Springmonte, so we can verify the rental rate

A check for the  $300 Security Deposit must be paid in advance to hold the rental date.  The renter will receive the clubhouse key ring the day of the rental event upon payment of the rental and cleaning fees. The renter’s security card/fob will be activated for clubhouse entry for the day of the rental or the renter may use the security fob on the clubhouse key ring. The renter must provide an exact time, at least 48 hours prior to the event, which the front door is to be open during their event for which the clubhouse is being rented.  A clubhouse committee member will authorize the security provider of this open door time so that the security system can be programmed for front door entry without the use of a security card or fob.  The renter must reset the alarm prior to exiting the clubhouse.  Instructions will be provided when given the clubhouse keys.  However should the renter forget to set the alarm upon exiting, the system will set automatically at 2:00 AM the day following the rental date.


The $300 security deposit will be returned to the renter following the event provided that there is no damage to the clubhouse and the following conditions are met: (Note charges for not setting the Thermostats and leaving door unlocked.)
[ ] 0. Turn off all 3 TV’s
[ ] A. Rugs and Tile Floor vacuumed (no large debris).
[ ] B. Floors free of stains or spills.
[ ] C. Counter tops and tables cleaned of any debris or stains and spills. 
[ ] D. Refrigerator emptied. 
[ ] E. Stove, microwave, and ovens cleaned of any spills and turned off.
[ ] F. Air conditioning to 80 or heat turned to 60 degrees on both thermostats.  If the Thermostats are found at any other temperature, the renter will be charged $50.00 out of their deposit check.  The balance  of the deposit check will be returned.
[ ] G. No balloons will be floating near the ceiling or tangled in the ceiling fans.
[ ] H. Do not leave anything behind and straighten up before leaving, including putting away clubhouse toys.
[ ] I. All outside doors must be locked prior to exiting the clubhouse. (The sliding door from the Kitchen is locked; do not try to open.) If any of the doors are found unlocked, the renter will be charged $50.00 out of their deposit check.  The balance  of the deposit check will be returned.
[ ] J. All tables and chairs are cleaned and put in their proper place.
[ ] K. All trash emptied and PLACED IN the trash cans in the parking lot.
[ ] L. All lights must be turned OFF.
[ ] M. All toilets must be flushed and in clean order.
[ ] N. Cleaning tools (vacuum, mop, pail, broom & dust pan) stored in designated area.
[ ] O. All kitchen supplies must be left in the clubhouse and in good condition. 
 [ ] P. All doors to every room should be left open for air circulation.
[ ] Q. The security alarm must be set prior to exiting the clubhouse.
[ ] R. Keys must be dropped into the suggestion box just outside the clubhouse front door after event is completed.
**Cleaning and straightening up fees may be deducted from your deposit depending on the condition of the clubhouse upon the return of the keys. 
Minor damage to the clubhouse property…………………$300
Severe damage to the clubhouse property………………$300 plus the cost of repairs
Lost pool table balls or broken cues etc……………………$100 minimum

Clubhouse Rules:
-No Smoking in the Clubhouse or inside the fenced area of the swimming pool.
-No Animals or Pets
-No Vandalism or conflicts
-Fighting, destruction of property, graffiti, public nuisance, loud noises, theft , littering or any other form or act of vandalism or disturbance is unacceptable
-No Fraud. Misrepresenting the renters’ homeowner status when renting, the purpose for which the clubhouse is being rented, who the renter actually is or the number of people excepted for the function is fraud and will not be acceptable
-No Sleepovers
-No Space Jumps or other types of inflatable objects unless approved by the clubhouse committee and a copy of the vendors Liability Insurance is provided.
-No One under the age of 21 is permitted to consume alcohol.
-The event cannot disturb other residents or block their driveways.
-Maximum number of persons allowed in the clubhouse is 100. 
-No nails, push pins, hooks, or staples are to be used inside the Clubhouse. Use tape.
-The clubhouse rental is for interior clubhouse use only; No one is allowed to Go into Pool Area  when the pool is open for swimming.
The week/day of your Event:

1: You will receive a call or e-mail from one of the clubhouse committee members who will arrange to meet you to walk through the clubhouse, answer any questions you have, collect the full rental fee, normally $190.00, and give you the keys. This person will also be inspecting after your event to ensure nothing is broken or missing, items are put back in their proper place and clean. You should tell this person how you want your deposit check to be handled after the event if everything is in order; mail it to you, give it to you after the inspection, or have it shredded.

**If there is no rental for the following day, you may tell the committee member who is doing the walk through that you need till noon the following day to come back and put the clubhouse back in order. After your event and you have cleaned the clubhouse, you should drop the keys in the suggestion box outside the clubhouse. The clubhouse will be inspected the next day, if there is any damage or problem, you will be contacted and if necessary your security deposit will be put toward correcting the situation. 

Clubhouse Use Agreement/Hold Harmless

Please read and initial each of the following requirements to acknowledge your agreement and understanding:

_________ Clubhouse will be utilized solely for the purpose of the private event by personal invitation.

_________ The homeowner/person renting is over the age of 21 and will be in attendance at all times during the function/event for which the clubhouse has been rented and agrees to be responsible for the actions of all guests or invites.
_________ Clubhouse use will begin no earlier than 9:00 AM the day of the event and will terminate and be put back in its’ original clean condition at the end of the event or no later than 12:00 noon the following day if the clubhouse committee agrees. The clubhouse will be locked whenever the renter is not present.

_________ I agree to bear sole and complete responsibility for any: a) personal injuries sustained by myself or my guests and shall hold the Homeowners’ Association harmless from any claim(s) which arise out of this rental agreement; b) for any lost, damaged or stolen personal articles and hold the Homeowners’ Association harmless; c) all damages to the clubhouse, adjacent area, and/or its contents and furnishings.

_________ I agree that: a) neither I nor my guest will utilize the clubhouse for any purpose or undertake any activity which might be considered as in violation of city, state and/or federal laws ordinances; b) I am liable for any legal services and responsible for consumption of alcoholic beverages by myself and my guests, and that the Homeowners’ Association its Board of Directors and representatives assume no liability for damages to property or bodily injury resulting from the consumption of alcohol on the premises. I agree to hold the above mentioned harmless and indemnify them in the event of any loss occurring due to the use of alcoholic beverages in accordance with this rental agreement.

________  All furniture must be put back in the order in which it was found.  In addition, all lights, ceiling fans, air conditioning/heating, TV’s, etc. must be reset to normal settings (see page 1 of contract letter F.).

_________ I will instruct my guests to park in guest parking spaces at the clubhouse. If there are not enough spaces available I will instruct my guests to park on one side of the street and to not block any driveways.

_________ The Association requires the following deposits to be paid: a) damage deposit of $300. This is refundable at the sole discretion of the Clubhouse Committee. However, this deposit does not limit the liability of any damages, claims, or losses that may arise out of this agreement.

_________  The clubhouse must be cleaned and restored to an orderly condition by the night of gathering by no later than 2:00 AM or if no function is scheduled for the next day, renter must let committee know that they would need the next morning till 12:00 noon to finish.

_________The 40 chairs, 6 round tables and 6 rectangular tables must be returned to their proper place in the storage room after the event.

Description and Definitions

Springmonte Resident Functions Regular/Small Function: Having to do with an event or activity where only friends and/or family will present (such as weddings, family gatherings, birthday parties, etc.) This may include co-workers. The homeowner must pay with a personal check with their Springmonte address printed on it. The homeowner takes full responsibility for the condition of the clubhouse until the key is returned and the clubhouse is inspected.

Committee Sponsored Events: Each approved Springmonte Committee has the opportunity to use the clubhouse rent free for their committee meetings and for events or activities they want to sponsor that are approved by the board. In order for a board approved use to qualify for the free use, it must benefit the Springmonte community as a whole (garage sale. etc.) Or must be an event or activity for the Springmonte community (i.e. Easter egg hunt, Halloween party, etc.) All committee meetings to be held at the clubhouse must be scheduled in advance.

Non-homeowners: Included in this category are individuals that are not Springmonte homeowners and all outside groups such as church groups, organizations, businesses, corporations, and other entities that are not owned by a Springmonte homeowner.

Refund Policy: Once the clubhouse committee has received the rental fee there will be no refunds unless there is/was a sickness or death in the immediate family of the renter. Any other refund would have to be reviewed by the clubhouse committee and if no resolution could be reached a final review would be made by the Springmonte Board of Directors.

I understand that if the clubhouse is not available the day of my rental for any reason my only recourse is the full refund of my rental fee.

I have read this agreement and clubhouse rules in its entirety and understand that a violation of any type will result in the forfeiture of the deposits and make me responsible and liable for any missing and/or damaged property at the clubhouse.
